Writing of Draft document is nearly complete. We will be submitting the draft to the County for commentary and revisions. We will be bringing to the public each section of the draft and will allow the public to recommend changes. We are working towards the preservation of what makes Leona Valley unique, including landform protection (ridgelines, creeks, significant ecological areas).

10.) Legal Bill Situation: Robert Wood

We received a bill for ±$400.00 from law firm for power lines. The law firm has reported that this bill is in error. We should not have received a bill.

Special Guest, Mitch Glazer of Regional Planning, County Wide Study Section: Deals with planning for the future; plan updates as well as CSD updates; cannot address container issue in Littlerock; that is an enforcement issue; we are writing the new laws; we deal with the North County in particular; over the last couple of years we have been dealing with a lot of CSD requests; we recently completed Juniper Hills and Southeast Antelope Acres; Lake Elizabeth and Lake Hughes have worked on a new CSD. Saw it as a need for comprehensive plan therefore, we are updating the Antelope Valley Area Wide Plan; this establishes the land uses for this area; anything that has to do with growth and development; we are calling this update “Town and Country”.  The idea is maintaining rural identity; want to recognize each town; want to investigate the issues that are important to each group; and integrate to the entire AV Area Wide Plan; we need to tie them into a bigger vision; we will have workshops in January or February; adoption will be in 2009; 

Question, Guyla Clayton: If our CSD is approved in February, can it be be incorporated into the AV Wide Area Wide Plan.

Answer: Yes.

Question: Suzy Love: Will that impact Ritter Ranch?

Answer: No; we just have control over the unincorporated areas;

Question, Mary Ann Floyd: Will you be meeting directly with the Councils?

Answer: That is the reason we are here tonight; the Town Councils are the best groups we have to get information from the community; the community csd committee can wharf into the town and country committee as well; we want to partner with the town councils and leave the lines of communication open; 

Question: What is going on with the corner commercial piece of property?

Answer, Rich Thomas: sold to Crazy Ottos. Has not closed escrow; 

Guyla Clayton to Norman Hickling: What is going on with the cargo container issue?

Answer, Norman Hickling: It is an enforcement issue;
