Meeting of 12-10-07 Minutes

1. Call to Order- Thomas Called to order at 7:30

3a. Treasures report: R. Wood stated that the treasures report is in transit, we still need signature cards signed by the current council, and they must all be in attendance at the same time. 4. Public Comment Thomas. Rich asked those in attendance for comments.

1-Mr. Ron Howell made a plea for assistance with funds to combat the Alt 2 power line alignment currently being considered. He would like all the local TC’s to participate. LVTC will have this on their agenda for our Jan. “Working” meeting. Rich Thomas is attempting to get a forest service rep. to attend to address this.

2-Juanita Kirkpatrick commented regarding standing water on the roadway of Elizabeth Lake Rd. during the last rains. She has never seen it so bad.

5. Valley vineyard Water Availability -John Allday –Thomas Rich Thomas presented a number of Valley Press Newspaper articles regarding water problems in the Antelope Valley. 

Lengthy discussion on the Valley Vineyards computer files presented to the LVTC for review. 

It was thought that in its presented form that we cannot readily review due to the complexity of downloading/printing etc. To large to put on our web site. What to do? Someone will attempt to get a “Hard” copy to review. Town Council will need a release to post on the website and will post based on availability of space.

Mr. Chris Whitley from California Water spoke on behalf of his company and explained the water availability “Will Serve” letter that Calif. Water has issued to Valley Vineyards. It is a conditional agreement. Still a lot of problems to be resolved. 

There are concerns that if V V puts in wells to supply water to their development it will affect the existing wells for those that depend on it and are not in the water co.’s district. 

Mr. Whitley assured us that that would be a consideration before moving on with putting in any wells.

For our next “Regular” meeting V V will address the drainage out of their development and how if at all it will affect existing drainage.

6. Leona valley Winery Letter -David Reynolds    --Thomas Dave Reynolds from Leona Valley winery presented his case for the LVTC endorsing a petition to have L.V. declared a “Wine Growing” area. After discussion the TC saw no reason to not endorse his request. We asked Dave to write the letter of endorsement and we would sign it, he declined and Suzy Love agreed to write it and present at the next meeting for approval. 

This designation would only apply to Grapes grown in L.V., no other crops.

7. Elizabeth Lake Road Update –Tyler Larry Tyler presented his take on the Elizabeth Lake road issues and he feels that Sun Cal has made reasonable improvements to alleviate some safety issues that have been noted. He will stay on top of this and report at each meeting. He feels that Mr. Barjam has been cooperative in addressing Larry’s requests.

8. Community Standards Update – Benoit The CSD committee has met with the County and they have the CSD’s ready for the TC to review. 

A meeting was set for Monday Dec. 17th, 4 pm at the Community Building for the TC to review. The committee is shooting to have these ready to put on a ballot for the next general election in Feb, 08
