Working Meeting Minutes

January 22, 2007

Pledge of Allegiance: Lead by Terry Kenney

Conducted by Alexis Upton-Knittle: Terry Kenney, Robert Wood, Alexis Upton-Knittle are present; Richard Thomas, Bill Elliott & Alternate Larry Tyler absent;

Special Guest:  Gary Shaeffer, New subdivision: Villa Del Sol; tentative tract map; three five acre parcels and one ten acre parcel proposed; corner of Godde and Elizabeth Lake Road; no violation of minimum lot size requirement; no action required by the Leona Valley Town Council at this time; Alexis will respond to the Department of Regional Planning via letter;

Projects/Plans

Power Lines, Alexis Upton Knittle: We have the final Environmental Impact Reports for both routes; they are very extensive; the attorney indicated the answers are cursory or generic and did not address many issues; the proposed CPUC decision for Segment 1, Route 5 will be January 30, 2007; findings will be approximately 200 pages long; attorney will respond if approved by those retained to do so; Town Council members present have expressed tacit approval to move forward with the attorney/legal review process; the attorney will write a commentary letter back as a response to the proposed decision; On March 1, 2007 there will be a CPUC public hearing in San Francisco. Those who signed the retainer with the attorney may not speak at the hearing; this will be a day long hearing; if the proposed decision (as indicated in the January 30th letter is favorable), then we may not need to have our attorney at the hearing; we do want someone there to monitor the hearing, either way. We are still under consideration for intervener status, which would then possibly allow for reimbursement of costs. Non-interveners cannot speak at hearings. 

Karen will update the www.SaveLeonaValley.com website. 

The pink route decision will be determined at a later date; regarding the rumor that Edison has over forestry use indicates the easement has been terminated; we don’t know if that rumor is accurate. The Town was never advised that the easement has been terminated.

Alexis Upton-Knittle Comments: a wind/solar farm is planned in Palmdale (Avenue M) to service 400,000 homes; will begin to come on line in 2008;

Sun Cal/Elizabeth Lake Road:  Terry Kenney met with Sun Call regarding road status; they are having difficulty with right of way issues, which is why the road is not done; it will hopefully be done mid May 2007; Terry Kenney will contact Sun Cal again regarding road hazards;

Lighting Issue On North Side and Elizabeth Lake Road; 2nd light issue: Karl Pearcy sent a complaint to Department of Regional Planning regarding lighting 9730 Northside Drive; The Department of Regional Planning has responded in writing; a copy of the letter to be distributed at the regular February meeting of the Town Council. There is possible further discussion at that time.

Working Meeting Protocol: The regular meeting minutes are to be read at the regular general meeting; unapproved minutes will be marked “unapproved” on the website until such time as they are approved; the working meeting minutes will be approved at the working meeting; no financial reports will be communicated at the working meeting; there will be general agenda items (committees) for the working meetings that will be expanded upon; anything that specifically needs to be voted on will be posted as an agenda  item 72 hours prior to the meeting; 

Correspondence: Note from Chuck Crandall: The next Association of Rural Town Councils meeting is on January 25, 2007 at the Lancaster Fire Training Center; the agenda will be regarding the up coming CUP for the Waste Management issue; 7:00 PM; 42110 6th Street West, just north of Avenue N. Alexis Upton-Knittle is going to attend on behalf of the Town Council;  

New Business:  None

Old Business: Karl Pearcy thanks Town Council for helping with the Heritage Park (historic school/house winery); he has been able to use fire crews on this property because the Town Council intervened. Per Terry Kenney, he recommends an increase in insurance coverage for the new improvements; Karl Pearcy and his committee should determine if this is covered under LVIA or Historical Society insurance policy.
