The report has no history of accidents along this stretch of road.  The report is not complete with out it indicating the increase in the number of accidents as a result of the project. 
There is no traffic study for 87th Street West, which is planned as a primary ingress/egress for the project.

The Traffic Count Work Sheets indicate the City of Palmdale, the report needs to be updated with the correct location.  The Traffic Count Work Sheets should indicate Leona  Valley or the un-incorporated LA county.
The report does not mention or take into account the Leona Valley School on the corner of Leona Ave. and 90th Street West.  This analysis needs to be perform over taking into consideration the school which is a K through 8th grade.  The county and the company generating the report need to know that the School is planned to be expanded to include the Anaverdes subdivision, they expect the quantity of students to triple.  The report needs to address the school and its expansion and the traffic that will be generated.
The Traffic Count Work Sheets indicates the date as July 18, 2007.  The time frame that the counts were taken is not representative of typical weekday traffic on Leona Valley roads.  The counting effort should have taken place during any other time except during the summer when the students are out of school, and people are on vacation.  The report indicates all the counts were done on the same day, useless multiple people did the counts the actual work sheet are suspect.  The work sheet should indicate who took the counts and be signed by the person performing the task to be official; there is also no indication of quality control on the work sheets.  Since the proposed project will affect the community over a much longer time span the counts should be accomplished again with automated counting equipment, traceable to a calibration standard.  This subject has come up several time in the community and no one has come forward to collaborate the actual counting was ever done, no equipment was seen or people noticed.  The LVTC request that the test be perform again by the county or with county oversight with calibrated counting equipment, the report should include the calibration sheet for the equipment and a signed affidavit by the person or persons performing the effort.  The LVTC insists that the County validate the data once it is resubmitted.
Traffic Count Work Sheets start at 7:00 AM, LV is a commuter community, most of the resident commute to the South.  The counting should start at 4:30 in the morning.
Bouquet Canyon Road along the project is a high speed area.  The County needs to monitor the speed in front of the proposed entrance (A Court) to the project
Road Design
Merge lane on corner should be straight

No deceleration lane on Bouquet Canyon Road for South bound traffic turning into A Court.  The County needs to modify the design of the propose road upgrade in front of the project to include a deceleration lane significantly long enough to maintain the flow of traffic and provide for the safety of the commuters and the resident of the proposed project. 

Turning South out of A court the project design includes a acceleration lane.  The Acceleration Lane requires the cars to merge into one south bound lane right in the middle of the turn, define by segment DD and CC in the provide project drawings.  The merge should be carried around the corner and the merge take place in the straightaway identified as segment BB.
Left turning lane needs to be longer for high-speed traffic on Bouquet Canyon.

After corner, just before A Court is the first place North Bound backed up traffic get a chance to pass, provision need to be made for a passing lane or a longer turning lane so traffic can maneuver around the cars turning on A court.  As a additional safety margin the project should be responsible for a additional turn out on the south bound side before the project to allow traffic to pull over before entering the project area.
This area in noted for the unsafe passing that backed up traffic does.  For safety reason the County should define a built up median be built instead of the proposed striping to prevent the passing that will take place.
If the County were to investigate the number and cause of the accidents along this stretch of Bouquet, they will find a high number of accidents cause by cattle.  With the increase of traffic from this project, the County should mandate a highway fence, built to County or State specification.  
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The report indicates that a traffic light is required in the year 2009 even without the project.  The method used seems to be the incorrect process chosen for a rural environment and needs adjusted for the traffic and accident rate for this intersection.  The traffic flow at this intersection does not seem to be a problem, there has to be something wrong with this analysis.  If a Traffic light is required then the project should be put off until the traffic light is installed.  A traffic light does not fit in with the character of the rural area. 

Method is not adequate for rural areas, should be based on percentages of increase.
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Bouquet is a scenic route.  Should not be changed?
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Seems low, need detail measurements during school in secession.
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Larger than Bouquet?
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\Seems low, need to see empirical data and dates.
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Should indicate dirt road.

Count done manually, need to county to verify traffic.
Count does not take into account the rush hour starts earlier, data starts at 7:00AM
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Method used is for traffic light intersection.  Method does not support Rural environments.

Does not take into consideration school traffic for Leona Valley school.
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The majority of the traffic does not go to Palmdale, most of the surrounding citizen commute to the south, LA SC, etc.  The assumption of the study is in correct.
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With the the build limits in the south county the growth rate in the north county should be higher.  Growth rates for the AV should take in to account the Lancaster and Palmdale city.  ELR and Godde is used by residents of CL and CP to commute to the south.
With the economy state the Traffic report should be updated to reflect the actual planned completion dates of the track.
Traffic signals do not conform to the rural way of life.  Based on the communities objections any added traffic from the tract or future tracts should be not be allowed there for the tract should be disapproved.
The report does not take into account the traffic to school
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The numbers for Ritter are not correct, there are no Multi-family attached Residential.
The number of trips for the Commercial Retail do not take into account the traffic deverted from Joshon road to go to the Ritter retailers.  The Table does not account for the traffic to the golf course on Ritter.
